Choose reuse - Westport North School showes how it is done

Through choosing reusabe options instead of single use plastic you save hundreds of
single use items from going to landfill. It will save you money in the future and it defintely
will save on the weekly rubbish bag bill.

Westport North School reduced their waste footprint dramatically through using reusable
containers for their healthy school lunches programme.

Westport North School principal Cath O'Loughlin says: “We can’t believe how much we
minimised our rubbish since we started the healthy school lunches programme. Before
the kids would bring in their own lunches and there were at least two items that were
wrapped in single use plastic which went to landfill.”

Together with lunch provider Fresh Choice they chose to use a plastic container that is
washable and can be used repeatedly. These containers are filled with hot and cold food
and returned, washed and sterilised after each lunch, to go out the next day.

Council provides recycling kerbside collection only in zone one. You can find the recycling calender and instructions how to
determine your collection day online at https://bullerdc.govt.nz/
district-council/a-z-services/recycling-refuse-in-buller/kerbside-
collection/.

If you live in zone one, place your wheelie bin and glass crate as
close to the kerb as possible and clear of the footpath by 7:30am on
your collection day.

Overfull glass crates are a safety hazard. You must ensure the glass

is level with the top of the crate or it may not be picked up. Extra
bottles can be taken to the transfer station
for FREE.

Recycling will be collected on public holidays.

In all zones you must follow the local

recycling rules. If you do not follow these
@ smart rules, Smart Environmental Ltd can refuse to
collect your bin.

Drinking water notices

Flush your taps

Some plumbing fittings have the potential to allow minute traces of metals to
accumulate in water when it stands for several hours, particularly overnight.

The Ministry of Health recommends that you flush a mugful of water from
your drinking water tap each morning before use to remove any metals
that may have leached from the plumbing fittings. Although the health risk
is small, the Ministry of Health recommends this simple precaution to all
households, including those on public and private water supplies.
